PALM BEACH COUNTY, FLORIDA, APPROVING AN AGREEMENT IN THE AMOUNT OF
$1,236,000 BETWEEN THE CITY OF RIVIERA BEACH AND PALM BEACH COUNTY FOR THE
CONTINUATION OF THE DISASTER RECOVERY PROGRAM FROM JULY 1, 2010 UNTIL
SEPTEMBER 16, 2010, AND AUTHORIZING THE MAYOR AND CITY CLERK TO EXECUTE THE
AGREEMENT AND FURTHER AUTHORIZE THE FINANCE DIRECTOR TO DISBURSE FUNDS
PER THE COST OF REHABILITATION FOR HURRICANE RELATED DAMAGES IN EXCESS OF
$10,000 AND PROVIDING FOR AN EFFECTIVE DATE.

RECOMMENDATION / MOTION: TO APPROVE RESOLUTION.
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BACKGROUND: Palm Beach County entered into a contract with the State of Florida, Department of Community Affairs
in connection with the United States 2005 Disaster Recovery Initiative (DRI) Program which the State is with grant funds
provided by the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development under its Community Development Block
Grant Program for damages incurred by 2005 Hurricane Wilma.

The City of Riviera Beach was allocated funds under said contract to implement specified activities under the 2005
Disaster Recovery Initiative Agreement. In 2007 the City entered into its initial agreement with Paim Beach County in the
amount of $1,236,000 for the implementation of the DRI Program; with subsequent amendments in Aprii and October of
2009, with the most recent agreement having expired in February of 2010. Palm Beach County was not able to provide
the City with an updated Agreement until July 2010 as they just recently received their Agreement from the State. Palm

Beach County is requiring the City of Riviera Beach o enter into a2 new agreement that is effective from July 1, 2010 until
September 16, 2010, which is for a three month period in order to continue the reimbursement of funds and activities
while the County works with the State for a one year extension of its agreement. This agreement makes the funding
available under the 2005 Disaster Recovery Initiative Program for Riviera Beach to continue the implementation of its
rehabilitation program to qualified low income property owners who reside in detached one dwelling structures.
Assistance under the program will be provided in order to rehabilitate and upgrade structures to meet applicable housing
and building codes and to effectuate repairs of damages caused by Hurricane Wilma. Work on these properties may, for
example include roofing, electrical, plumbing, structural repairs, painting, doors, windows and hurricane protection,
provided that these repairs are a result of damages caused by Hurricane Wilma. Since the inception of the DRI Program
the City has received over 85 applications and has processed approximately 50 applicants with five having final approval
and ten awaiting approvals from the County. The execution of this agreement will allow the program to continue until the
majority of the applicants are served and the homes rehabilitated.

The bids for repair range from $5,000 to $45,000. Staff has included in the Resolution authorization for the City Manager
to award the bids for these contracts without having to bring each bid award back to Council.

Staff is recommending approval of the Resolution.

WHEREAS, Palm Beach County entered into a Contract in 2007 with
the State of Florida Department of Community Affairs in connection with the
States 2005 Disaster Recovery Initiative Program with funds provided by the
US Department of Housing and Urban Development; and

WHEREAS, the City of Riviera Beach was allocated $1,236,000 under
said contract to implement specified activities under the 2005 Disaster
Recovery Initiative Program; and

WHEREAS, the project contained in this agreement is a continuation
of the project contained in a prior agreement between the City of Riviera
Beach and the County dated March 24, 2008 as amended in April 2009 and
further amended in October 2008; and

WHEREAS, the current amended agreement between the City and
the County has expired and will be replaced by a new agreement continuing
the project; and

WHEREAS, the purpose of the new agreement is to continue to make
funds available to the City under the State of Florida funded Disaster
Recovery Initiative Program to implement a rehabilitation program; and

WHEREAS, in order to continue the implementation of the DRI
Program and comply with the requirements contained in the agreement and
disburse funds for the cost of rehabilitation of hurricane damaged properties
where the cost exceeds $10,000 but cannot exceed more than $45,000 per
unit; the Finance Director is authorized to disburse the funds per City
Manager's recommendation for the award of the bids.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE CITY COUNCIL OF

THIS AGREEMENT, entered into this day of , 20 , by and between

Palm Beach County, a political subdivision of the State of Fiorida, and the City of Riviera Beach, a

municipality duly organized and existing by virtue of the laws of the State of Florida, having its principal
office at 600 West Blue Heron Boulevard, Riviera Beach, Florida 33404.

WHEREAS, Palm Beach County has entered into a Contract {number 07DB-~3V-10-60-01 ~Z07) with
the State of Florida, Department of Community Affairs, in connection with the State’s 2005 Di_saster
Recovery Initiative Program which the State is implementing for the use of grant funds provided by
the United States Department of Housing and Urban Development underits Community Development
Block Grant Program; and

WHEREAS, the City of Riviera Beach was allocated certain funds under said Contract to implement
specified activities under the 2005 Disaster Recovery Initiative Program; and

WHEREAS, Palm Beach County desires to engage the Gity of Riviera Beach to implement the

activities associated with the funds allocated to it.

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual promises and covenants herein contained, it is

agreed as follows;

2. PURPOSE

The purpose of this Agreement is to state the covenants and conditions under which the
Municipality will implement the Scope of Services set forth in Part Il of this Agreement, Allthe
beneficiaries of a project funded under this Agreement shall be low income households whose
household incomes are within 80% of the median income for the West Palm Beach - Boca

Raton Metropolitan Statistical Area adjusted by family size, as determined by HCD in its sole
discretion. '

APPLICABLE CONDITIONS

The Municipality shall be bound by the Contract to the extent applicable to this Agreement.

SCOPE OF SERVICES

The Municipality shall, in a satisfactory and proper manner as determined by HCD, perform the tasks
necessary to conduct the program outlined in Exhibit "A" as attached hereto and made a part hereof.

PART lil

COMPENSATION, TIME OF PERFORMANCE, METHOD. AND CONDITIONS OF PAYMENT

1.

MAXIMUM COMPENSATION

The Municipality agrees to accept as full payment for services rendered pursuant to this
Agreement the actual amount of budgeted, eligible, and HCD Director or designee-approved
expenditures and encumbrances made by the Municipality under this Agreement, which shall
not be unreasonably withheld. Said services shall be performed in a manner satisfactory to
HCD. In no event shall the total compensation or reimbursement to be paid hereunder exceed
the maximum and total authorized sum of $1,236,000 (as more specifically detailed in Exhibit
A hereto) for the period of July 1, 2010 through and including September 16, 2010. Any funds
not obligated by the expiration date of this Agreement shall automatically revert to the County.

TIME OF PERFORMANCE

The effective date of this Agreement and all rights and duties designated hereunder are
contingent upon the timely release of funds for this project under State Contract number 07DB-
3V-10-60-01-Z07. The effective date shall be the date of execution of this Agreement, and the
services of the Municipality shall be undertaken and completed in light of the purposes of this
Agreement. In any event, all services required hereunder shall be completed by the
Municipality prior to September 16, 2010.

METHOD OF PAYMENT

The County agrees to make payments and to reimburse the Municipality for all budgeted costs
permitted by Federal, State, and County guidelines. The Municipality shall not request
reimbursement for payments made by the Municipality before the effective date of this
Agreement, nor shall it request reimbursement for payments made after the expiration date
of this Agreement, and in no event shall the County provide advance funding to the
Municipality or any subcontractors hereunder. The Municipality shail request payments or
reimbursements from the County by submitting to HCD proper documentation of expenditures
consisting of originais of invoices, receipts, or other evidence of indebtedness, and when
original documents cannot be presented, the Municipality may furnish copies if deemed
acceptable by HCD. FEach request for payment or reimbursement submiited by the
Municipality shall be accompanied by a letter from the Municipality, provided on the
Municipality's letterhead, referencing the name of the project funded herein, the date of this
Agreement and/or its document number, and containing a statement requesting the payment
or reimbursement and its amount, as well as the name and signature of the person making the
request. Payment shall be made by the Palm Beach County Finance Department upon
presentation of the aforesaid proper documentation of expenditures as approved by HCD. The
Municipality may at any time after the expiration of this agreement request from the County
reimbursement for payments made by the Municipality during the term of this Agreement by
submitting to HCD the aforesaid proper documentation of expenditures, and the Palm Beach
County Finance Department shall make payment as stated above, provided that HCD has
determined that the funds allocated to the Municipality through this agreement are still
available for payment, and provided that HCD approves such payment.

CONDITIONS ON WHICH PAYMENT IS CONTINGENT

(1) IMPLEMENTATION OF PROJECT ACCORDING TO REQUIRED PROCEDURES

The Municipality shall implement this Agreement in accordance with applicable
Federal, State, and County laws, ordinances and codes and with the procedures
outlined in HCD Policies and Procedures memoranda. The Federal, State, and County
iaws, ordinances and codes are minimal regulations supplemented by more restrictive
guidelines set forth by HCD. No payments for projects funded by more than one
funding source will be made until a cost allocation plan has been approved by the HCD
Director or designee. Should a project receive additionat funding after the
commencementi of this Agreement, the Municipality shall notify HCD in writing within
thirty (30) days of receiving notification from the funding source and submit a cost

allocation plan for approvat by the HCD Director or designee within forty-five (45) days
of said official notification.

FINANCIAL ACCOUNTABILITY

The County may have a financial systems analysis and/or an audit of the Municipaiity,
or of any of its subcontractors, by an independent auditing firm employed by the
County or by the County Internal Audit Department at any time the County deems

necessary to determine if the project is being managed in accordance with Federal,
State, and County requirements.

SUBCONTRACTS

Any work or services subcontracted hereunder shall be specifically by written contract,
written agreement, or purchase order. All subcontracts shall be submitted by the
Municipality to HCD and approved by HCD prior to execution of any subcontract
hereunder. All subcontracts shall be subject to Federal, State and County laws and
regulations. This includes ensuring that all consultant contracts and fee schedules
meet the minimum standards as established by the Palm Beach County Engineering
Department and U.S. HUD. Contracts for architecture, engineering, survey, and
planning shall be fixed fee contracts.

All additional services shall have prior written approval with support documentation
detailing categories of persons performing work plus hourly rates including benefits,
number of drawings required, and all items that justify the "Fixed Fee Contract."
Reimbursables will be at cost. None of the work or services covered by this
Agreement, including, but not limited to, consultant work or services, shall be

subcontracted or reimbursed without prior written approval of the HCD Director or his
designee.

PURCHASING

All purchasing for services and goods, including capitai equipment, shall be made by
purchase order or by a written contract and in conformity with the procedures
prescribed by the Palm Beach County Purchasing Code, as well as Federal Manage-
ment Circulars A-87, A-102, A-128, and 24CFR Part 85 (also known as the Common
Rule), which are incorporated herein by reference.

REPORTS, AUDITS, AND EVALUATIONS

Payment will be contingent on the timely receipt of complete and accurate reports
required by this Agreement, and on the resolution of monitoring or audit findings
identified pursuant to this Agreement.

ADDITIONAL HCD, COUNTY, AND U.S. HUD REQUIREMENTS

HCD shall have the right under this Agreement to suspend or terminate payments if
after 15 days written notice the Municipality has not complied with any additional

PROGRAM-GENERATED INCOME

Alt income earned by the Municipality from activities financed in whole or in part by
funds provided hereunder must be reported to HCD, Such income would include, but
not be limited to, income from service fees, sale of commodities, and rental or usage
fees. Such income shall only be used to undertake the activities authorized by this
Agreement. Accounting and disbursement of such income shall comply with OMB
Circular A-110 and other applicable regulations incorporated herein by reference.

All the beneficiaries of a project funded under this Agreement shall be low income households
whose household incomes are within 80% of the median income for the West Paim Beach -
Boca Raton Metropolitan Statistical Area adjusted by family size, as determined by HCD in its
sole discretion. The project funded under this Agreement shall assist beneficiaries as defined
above for the time period designated in this Agreement. The Municipality shall provide written
verification of compliance to HCD upon HCD's request,

4. EVALUATION AND MONITORING

The Municipality agrees that HCD will carry out periodic monitoring and evaluation activities
as determined necessary by HCD or the County and that payment, reimbursement, or the
continuation of this Agreement is dependent upon satisfactory evaluation conclusions based
on the terms of this Agreement. The Municipality agrees to furnish upon request to HCD, the
County, or the County's designees copies of transcriptions of such records and information as
is determined necessary by HCD or the County. The Municipality shall submit status reports
required under this Agreement on forms approved by HCD to enable HCD to evaluate
progress. The Municipality shall provide information as requested by HCD to enable HCD to
complete reports required by the County or HUD. The Municipality shall allow HCD, the
County, the State, or HUD to monitor the Municipality on site. Such visits may be scheduled
or unscheduled as determined by HCD, the State, or HUD.

5. AUDITS AND INSPECTIONS

At any time during normal business hours and as often as HCD, the County, U.S. HUD, or the
Comptroller General of the United States may deem necessary, there shall be made available
by the Municipality to HCD, the County, U.S. HUD, or the Comptroller General for examination
all its records with respect to all matters covered by this Agreement.

if during the year, the Municipality expends over $500,000 of Federal awards, the Municipality
shall comply with the provisions of OMB Circular A-133. The Municipality shall submit a single
audit, including any management letter, made in accordance with the general program
requirements of OMB Circulars A-110, A-122, A-133, and other applicable regulations within
the earlier of, 30 days after receipt of the auditor's report(s), or nine (9) months after the end
of the audit period in which HCD-administered funds are expended. Said audit shall be made
by a Certified Public Accountant of the Municipality’s choosing, subject to the County’s
approval. In the event the Municipality anticipates a delay in producing such audit, the
Municipality shall request an extension in advance of the deadline.

The cost of said audit shall be borne by the Municipality. In the event the Municipality is
exempt from having an audit conducted under A-133, the Municipality shall submit audited
financial statements and/or the County reserves the right to conduct a “limited scope audit” of
the Municipality as defined by A-133. The County will be responsible for providing technical
assistance to the Municipality, as deemed necessary by the County.

6. UNIFORM ADMINISTRATIVE REQUIREMENTS

The Municipality agrees to comply with the applicable uniform administrative requirements as
described in Federal Community Development Block Grant Regulations 24 CFR 570.502.
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
