PLEASE OBSERVE THE FOLLOWING GUIDELINES BEFORE, DURING AND AFTER THE PARADE,

All parade entries are required to show or have Banner/Sign reflecting the theme “KEEPING THE
DREAM ALIVE BY MOVING FORWARD WITH LOVE AND COMMUNITY SERVICE.” Signs
shall be visible approximately 4” in height and boldly shaded 2” thick. Signs must be stenciled or

professionally designed with above standards. ENTRIES NOT COMPLYING WILL NOT BE
PERMITTED.

In order to keep the spirit of the late Dr. King, we are prohibiting the use of loud, profane, vulgar or
explicit music and dancing. Judging will not be done.

All Parade participants must report to the line-up area no later than 9:30 A.M. Starting Location: Congress
Avenue & Blue Heron Blvd., Riviera Beach. The viewing stand is located at the Municipal Complex.

Please do not throw candy or other items to the children along the parade route. Children have the tendency
to dart in the street to receive candies directly from the parade participants. This creates hazardous
conditions for the children as well as undue delays.

Bands and Walking groups- Please have your transportation vehicles drop you off at the line-up area. All
buses should be parked on Blue Heron Blvd in the center median from Avenue “F” to Avenue “H” east.
Bus drivers need to be at their buses waiting for pick-up.

Assigned Parade Line-up numbers must be picked up at the below departraent which is located at 2051
Martin Luther King, Jr. Blvd., Suite 302, Riviera Beach, FL 33404 during the following times:

Location of Numbers — Dashboard on the right hand side near the window or an occupant may hold number
as vehicle approaches viewing stand.

Walking groups- A member of the group must hold number on the front door right hand side of line near
curbside as the group approaches the viewing stand.

School bands are permitted to stop and perform only at the viewing stand located near Avenue “L” and
Blue Heron Blvd. When the parade comes to a halt, other groups may perform at that time. Bands and

walking groups are to perform no more than two (2) minutes in front of the viewing stand. A two (2)
minutes time limit will be strictly enforced.
